DESCRIPTION

Water and Land Resources Division (WLRD) Shared Services houses the division's administrative functions and direct service programs, including the Environmental Lab, Science and Technical Services, and Local Hazardous Waste. Administration includes the Director's Office, Finance and Administration, and other office support. Science and Technical Services provides water quality technical analysis and monitoring. The Environmental Lab provides chemical and biological testing and data management in support of surface water requirements, the Wastewater Treatment Division, Solid Waste Division, and other agency divisions. The Local Hazardous Waste Program is a separate appropriation unit and discussed in a separate staff report.

SUMMARY OF PROPOSED BUDGET AND CHANGES

Shared Services has requested a number of changes in the proposed budget, with the following notable proposals:

· $500,000 expenditure that would enhance work on a toolkit developed during the 2019-2020 biennium that evaluates potential projects and programs for their ability to cost-effectively reduce pollutants to receiving waters (Water Quality Benefits Evaluation Program). The project is part of an ongoing partnership between WLRD and Wastewater Treatment Division (WTD). In the 2021-2022 biennium, WLRD and WTD plan to further enhance the tools and evaluate new scenarios to inform DNRP planning efforts such as the Clean Water Healthy Habitat and Stormwater Services strategic plans;

· $309,772 expenditure including 1.0 TLT to support the development and implementation of a new Fish Passage Restoration Program (FPRP) program that would allow in lieu mitigation to compensate for not providing full stream simulation designs for stream crossings that have little potential salmon habitat upstream. The FPRP was a new program in the 2019-2020 budget. This position would be funded through SWM revenues;
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· $540,202 expenditure including 1.0 TLT Project Manager and consultant services to continue implementing identified priorities of the Fish, Farm, Flood (FFF) stakeholder process. FFF is an advisory committee in the Snoqualmie Valley Agricultural Production District that allows for policy and capital projects that provide multiple benefits for salmon recovery, agriculture, and flood safety;

· Increase of $641,000 expenditure relating to Local Hazardous Waste Management Program  non-labor management;

· $450,000 expenditure for consultant services and specialized equipment necessary to complete three National Estuary Program grants. The grants are to (1) provide characterization of novel contaminants, including a suite of chemicals of emerging concern (CECs), in salmon rearing and spawning habitats; (2) study CECs, including endocrine disrupting compounds (EDCs), in marine and freshwater fish in King County; and, (3) use new Passive Integrated Transponder (PIT) technology to assess juvenile Chinook use of and survival within habitat improvement projects and other aquatic habitats in the lower Green River. Grant revenues will fully cover these expenditures; and

· Transfer 15.0 FTEs, with a resulting reduction of $4,379,903 in expenditures, into the appropriate cost centers in the Flood Control District Administration fund.

KEY ISSUES

Staff have not identified any issues for this budget.
