DESCRIPTION

The Water and Land Resources Division’s (WLRD) Surface Water Management (SWM) Capital Improvement Program (CIP) Fund (Fund 3292) is funded by SWM fees transferred from the operating fund (SWM Pay-As-You-Go), state and federal grants, and interlocal agreements. This fund provides appropriation for two sections in WLRD:

· Stormwater: The Stormwater Services Section is responsible for public safety, properties and water quality. Stormwater Services capital projects include repairing, improving, or constructing new facilities to control stormwater runoff and pollution, relieving drainage problems affecting residential areas and agricultural fields, and responding to emergencies. Projects managed by the Stormwater Services section preserve public safety and protect property from flooding, erosion, adverse water quality, or the deterioration of stormwater facilities designed to prevent such events.

· Rural and Regional: The Rural and Regional Services section is responsible for projects with an ecological and habitat restoration focus. Capital projects are authorized based on ecological criteria, urgency, readiness and effectiveness for recovery of endangered salmon and other critical watershed functions. These projects collectively protect or restore aquatic ecosystems in King County across Water Resource Inventory Areas (WRIA).

SUMMARY OF PROPOSED BUDGET AND CHANGES

The SWM CIP Fund is proposed to increase 14% percent, to $48.8 million, during the 2021-2022 biennium. Major projects and changes to this fund include:

· Agricultural Drainage Assistance Program (ADAP). The proposed budget includes $1.6 million for assistance to property owners to improve drainage on their farmland.

· Natural Drainage System Flood Program. This master program addresses the most chronic flooding problems associated with natural drainage systems such as streams, lakes and wetlands. The 2021-2022 budget proposes $1.35 million to support additional projects as well as increases for existing projects.

· Carbon Sequestration Program. This program was created to help the Wastewater Treatment and Solid Waste Divisions meet their carbon neutral goals. Proposed expenditures are $1.0 million for the biennium, which are funded by the Wastewater Treatment and Solid Waste Divisions.

· Fall City Floodplain Restoration. The Executive is requesting $2,784,279 to support the final design, implementation, and close-out phases of this 150 acre floodplain restoration project. Anticipated completion is 2023.

· WRIA 7 Restoration. This program is responsible for projects located in unincorporated areas of the Snoqualmie Watershed. For 2021-2022, the projects are budgeted at $2.9 million. The Executive is requesting $1,146,000 in appropriation for the 2021-2022 biennium; $291,000 fund balance transfer and $855,000 in SWM funds. This budget request would continue work on three existing projects and start work on four new projects.

· WRIA 9 Restoration. This program is responsible for projects located in unincorporated areas of the Green & Duwamish River Watersheds. For 2021-2022, the projects are budgeted at $5.2 million. The Executive is requesting $1,820,000 in appropriation for the 2021-2022 biennium; $200,000 fund balance transfer and $1.62 million in SWM funds. This budget request would continue work on five existing projects and start work on two new projects.

· Vashon-Maury Island Restoration. This program is responsible for projects located on Vashon-Maury Island. Projects are identified and prioritized through the WRIA salmon conservation planning and basin stewards funds. This would fund 16 demolitions.
