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SUBJECT

A resolution adopting the 2021 work plan for the King County Board of Health.

SUMMARY 

Beginning in 2006, the King County Board of Health adopts an annual work program.  The annual work plan helps the Board of Health successfully fulfill its responsibilities by establishing goals and priorities and creating opportunities for action within the Board’s authority and workload.  

Proposed 2021 Work Plan
The proposed 2021 work plan for the Board of Health appears in Attachment A to Resolution 21-01. This plan builds on the Board’s past accomplishments and ongoing work. The proposed workplan focuses on required board work, supporting the COVID-19 response and addressing racism as a public health crisis.
AMENDMENTS
Amendment 1 to Proposed Resolution 21-01 replaces attachment A with revised attachment A dated February 18th, 2021.  This new draft reflects updates including removal of dates, removal of a resolution to federal delegation on COVID response and vaccine funding, removal of a resolution for 2021 state leg session, and the addition of a resolution on allegations of institutional racism at Seattle Children's Hospital, and the addition of a resolution around the Washington state Department of Corrections COVID-19 outbreaks. 
Amendment 2 to Proposed Resolution 21-01 adds a workplan item to address the subject of the disparate impacts of the enforcement of bicycle helmet laws.
