SUBJECT

A Motion to confirm the appointment of Janice Case as the Deputy Director of the King County Department of Elections.

BACKGROUND

The King County Department of Elections is responsible for conducting elections, maintaining voter registration records in conjunction with the State of Washington and providing election-related information to the public and other governmental entities. The department has a 2021-2022 adopted biennial budget of approximately $46 million and approximately 67 FTEs.

King County Code 2.16.135.B. describes the responsibilities of the Department of Elections:

The department of elections is responsible for:
	  1.  Coordinating and recording the registration of voters in the county;
	  2.  Conducting all special and general elections held in the county;
	  3.  Creating and printing the King County voter's pamphlet [voters’ pamphlet];
	  4.  Maintaining and being the official repository of political boundary maps, geographic information systems data and of the King County copies of campaign financial disclosure forms; and
	  5.  Administering other public and nonpublic elections, as required by state law and county code and administrative rules.

As described in K.C.C. 2.16.135, the Director of the Department of Elections may delegate powers and duties in performing the functions in Subsection B [K.C.C. 2.16.135.B] to a Deputy Director. As further indicated, the Deputy Director must be a certified elections administrator and continue to meet all certification requirements of the Washington State Office of the Secretary of State.

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Ms. Case has worked for the King County Department of Elections for nearly fifteen years. Most recently, she has served as the Interim Deputy Director of King County Elections since February 2020. Prior to that, she has also served the Department as an Elections Operations Supervisor, Project Program Manager, and Elections Services Manager. Regarding professional certifications, Ms. Case is a Washington State Certified Election Administrator and National Certified Elections/Registration Administrator. She received a bachelor’s degree in Business Administration from Oregon State University.

ANALYSIS

K.C.C. 2.16.100.C.1. requires the appointment of the Deputy Director of the Department of Elections to be confirmed by Council. Approval of the proposed motion would fulfill the code requirement.
