2010 COUNCIL PRIORITIES
Proposed Ordinances 2010-0163 and 2010-0164 further two Council priorities:

1. The Safe, Healthy and Vibrant Communities priority is met by providing revisions to improve resident access to goods and services, streamline and simplify the permit review process, increasing the economic viability of commercial areas, and fostering better relations between regulatory agencies and residents.  

2. The Environmental Sustainability priority is met by providing policy revisions that allow greater development flexibility while still meeting environmental goals.

	1. Deletes all references to the form-base code, including Section 3 of the proposed ordinance.

2. Deletes Attachments C and E, which were respectively;

· The form- based code provisions,

· The overlay text identifying the pilot areas for application of the form based codes.   

3. Adds a new Section 3 providing work program direction for the Executive to:

· Study and make recommended changes to a policy and regulation relating to restrictions of aquatic habitat restoration in an APD, and

· Include a form based area zoning study aimed at parcels zoned neighborhood business in the Rural Area and potential pilot to be included in the 2012 Comprehensive Plan update.  
	The Executive’s proposed KCCP update included two pilot projects (an urban area project on West Hill aka Skyway and a rural area project at Cottage Lake) to test the feasibility of replacing selected elements of the current land use code with a “form-based code.” 

In the April 13th committee meeting, Council staff raised a number of concerns about the Executive proposal.  
Subsequently, the Executive requested that the proposed pilots be dropped.

	Adds to new Section 3 work program direction for the Executive to conduct an area zoning study to review policies affecting the commercial development of Fall City and to transmit potential zoning changes as part of the 2012 Comprehensive Plan update
	The area zoning study would review of policies CP-937 and CP-938, adopted as part of the 1999 Fall City Subarea Plan.  Both policies assume a future area zoning study to comprehensively review the land use implications once a major change in the water supply or a public health requirement for community-wide wastewater collection and treatment is fulfilled.  

The condition precedent to the contemplated area zoning study has yet to occur in the eleven years since the adoption of the Fall City Subarea Plan.  This work program would direct the Executive to perform a sub area study, in light of the growth management policy changes that have occurred in the last eleven years, for reconsideration of policies CP-937 and CP-938.

	Recent developments may require a significant revision to the TNR’s assumptions about revenues from the Road Fund.  

Recent annexations and the Chief Economist’s recalculation of unincorporated area property tax, taken together, may have dramatic implications for the overall Road budget.  One consequence is less money for capital projects.  

In addition, it would be appropriate to factor in, as much as possible, the effects of:

· The latest bonding decisions, and

· Any potential policy decisions to reprioritize the unincorporated area property tax.

Council staff and the Roads Division will review the factors noted above to generate the Road Fund new revenue assumptions.

If no ILA is reached, an amendment to delete reference to the Issaquah Highlands UGA revision will be developed for consideration at full Council in September.

	The Executive proposes to re-designate 35 acres from Rural to Urban as part of the Issaquah Highlands development.   In return, the development rights for at least 100 acres of land within the City of Issaquah (“City”) or other Urban designated land in the vicinity of the City will be extinguished through the use of transferred development rights.  

Forty-three (43) acres would retain the existing Rural land use designation and be dedicated as parks or open space in perpetuity and will be added to an adjacent park owned by the City, unless alternative arrangements for ownership and management are formalized via a 3-party agreement between King County, the City, and Grand-Glacier LLC.

Negotiations on the three-party agreement had been anticipated for transmittal to the Council by May 1, 2010, but have not yet been completed.

	New Section 10 provides that in the written notice of the community meeting sent to adjacent neighbors as well as at the meeting itself, the applicant must advise  interested parties that they may be kept  informed, throughout the permitting process, by following the project through DDES
	Under the current code, a number of land uses require a conditional use permit.   The Executive proposal would, in some cases such cottage housing development, replace the conditional use permit with a requirement for a pre-application community meeting.

In earlier committee briefings, members have been supportive of a more streamlined review process but have raised a concern about the loss of notice when a development proposal has been submitted.

Staff was requested to look into what is required to ensure adjacent property owners retain the opportunity to be kept informed of an application.

	This amendment would allow the erection of an attached or painted sign on the sloping portion of a roof of a building located within 100 feet of a state highway, provided that:

· Each sign shall not exceed 50 square feet in area and 6 feet in height, and

· No more than 2 signs may be attached or painted on the roof.

	This amendment requested by Councilmember Dunn is to address a signage issue for an existing kennel adjacent to state Highway 18 near Maple Valley.   
As a result of the expansion of Highway 18, the facility’s roof sign was obstructed and no longer visible to the Highway.
