SUBJECT
Proposed Ordinance 2010-0347 would approve the Woodinville Water District’s (“District”) 2010 Amendments to the District’s General Sewer Plan (“Plan”) 

SUMMARY

Council approval of wastewater utility comprehensive plans is required by County code as a prerequisite for: operating in unincorporated King County, granting right of way construction permits, granting new or renewed franchises, and service boundary annexations.  

COUNCIL PRIORITIES
Proposed Ordinance 2010-0347 furthers the Council’s Environmental Sustainability Priority by providing support for water quality through effective management of wastewater.  
BACKGROUND

King County Utility Comprehensive Plan Criteria

King County Code ("KCC") chapter 13.24 requires the Utilities Technical Review Committee ("UTRC") to review and make recommendations to the Executive and County Council on the adequacy of all wastewater system comprehensive plans and related matters, and to determine whether the plan:

· is consistent with local comprehensive plans
· is consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan
· reflects current supply and demand
· forecasts future supply and demand 

· provides a capital plan for obtaining, using, storing and conveying water and sewage
· provides sufficient information to demonstrate the utility district’s ability to provide service consistent with all applicable laws and regulations.

In addition to satisfying the requirement of KCC chapter 13.24, the County's approval of a plan also provides the determination for state regulatory agencies that a plan is consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan and related policies and implementing development regulations.  See RCW 43.20.260.

UTRC ANALYSIS OF THE WOODINVILLE WATER DISTRICT 2010 AMENDMENTS TO THE GENERAL SEWER PLAN

The UTRC recommends approval of the Plan as meeting the requirements of Washington state law and the KCC.  Highlights of the Plan are outlined below: 

Service Area - The Plan’s service area includes three distinct areas. 
1) The City of Woodinville, primarily along the valley formed by the junction of Little Bear Creek and the Sammamish River. However an eastern portion of the City, which is in the District's service area is currently not served by sewers.

2) A small part of The Sammamish River Valley, south of the City, on the slopes west of the river valley. 
3) The English Hills area, north of the City, and the area around the Sunrise Elementary School. 
Facilities – The District's sewer system includes 180,996 feet of piping, ranging in diameter from 8 inches to 18 inches.  Also included are two lift stations, and three siphons.  Wastewater flow is directed to two County interceptors, which convey wastewater to County treatment facilities.  Most flow from the County’s Woodinville Pump Station is directed to King County’s West Point Treatment Plant.  Sewage from the English Hill area is directed south to King County’s Renton Treatment Plant.  
Growth – The Plan reports an estimated a 2012 population of 12,647 persons in the service area, compared to an estimated 2004 population of 9915 persons. The 2732-person difference amounts to about 1,047 households.  A total of 350 additional acres is expected to be served by system by 2012, spread over nine basins. The Plan anticipates that the entire City will be sewered by 2025. 


System Improvements – Identified system improvements include upgrading the existing system, including placement of new pipes in the Woodinville-Redmond Road, as well as construction of an east-flowing segment to the Sammamish River, and of a north-flowing segment to the King County interceptor.  Various projects to reline sewer lines and replace deteriorating piping were identified.  Additionally, the Plan calls for future projects to limit water infiltration, and to extend service to an area that is within the District’s service area but is currently served by the Northshore Utility District.  The District estimates that these identified system improvements will cost $3,655,825.  

SEPA - On July 6, 2006, the District issued a Determination of Non-significance for the Plan in accordance with the State Environmental Policy Act.  The Plan has been reviewed and approved by the state Department of Ecology.
