NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT MOVED by the Council of King County:

The plan to increase sheriff's marine unit staffing during the peak recreation months of June, July and

August in order to reduce safety issues by increasing the number and frequency of river patrols in compliance

with the 2019-2020 Biennial Budget
