WHEREAS, Ordinance 19139 provides for the submission to the qualified electors of King County, at a

special election to be held in conjunction with the general election on November 3, 2020, a proposition

proposing an amendment to the King County Charter to reestablish the office of county sheriff as an executive

appointed position represented by the executive in collective bargaining with department of public safety

employees; amending Sections 350.20.40, 680.10 and 890 of the King County Charter and repealing Sections

645 and 898 of the King County Charter;
